TOP ROLLER

BOTTOM ROLLER
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The top and bottom rollers MUST be
placed in their correct positions i.e.
top and bottom, otherwise the door
will not function correctly and could
lead to excessive wear and tear.
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Carefully dril 3 fixing holes on the wall profiles 
through the vertical profiles using 2.75 HSS drill
bit. Secure the door onto the wall profile using
ST4 x 12 screws

E.1 Place the wall profiles onto the enclosure.
Position the enclosure onto the tray. Ideally the
enclosure should be positioned 10mm from the
edge of the tray as shown. Centralize the
enclosure onto the tray top rim and position
vertically plumb using a spirit level.

E.2 Mark the position for fixing the wall profile using
a pencil or a water soluble pen as shown.

E.3 Remove the enclosure then drill the holes to
the wall using Ø6 drill bit as shown.

E.4 Insert the wall plugs into the wall holes. 
Re-lift the enclosure onto the tray,secure the wall
profile onto the wall.

Tips - In cold weather the seal may be more difficult to fit. In this case it is advisable to warm the seal in
some warm soapy water to make it more pliable.

Applying Silicone Sealant

Sealing Inside
Seal from the top of the wall profile to the bottom on
the INSIDE between the wall profile and the wall.
IMPORTANT: Do not apply sealant on inside of tray.

Sealing Outside
Seal only along the  bottom rail and glass on the OUTSIDE
between the profile /glass and the  tray.  Also up
between the wall profile and the wall.
Seal also the joints between the bottom profile
and any upright profiles.
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NOTE: The handle
may differ from the
Illustration, but the
fixing method
remains the same.
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
